From the organization
and management course students will know the fundamentals of management, how
the managers work in the organization and help in planning, organizing, leading and
controlling. In addition to that students will have clear picture about production
process, and how to control, what does it mean by “just in time” inventory practices,
along with that students will be able to study the duties and responsibilities of the
personal managers related with recruiting, training, developing employees through
motivation and welfare. From loT for business application, students will acquire
knowledge about how IoT can be used in today’s business and how to run it

efficiently, how employees can use loT and reduce operation cost and increase
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productivity for their business

In this year student will be an expert cross cultural communications through verbal
and non-verbal including gestures and expressions; and what are the barriers, biases
and how to overcome all these issues. From the advance marketing courses students
will know more about international operations, foreign trading channels, political
stability and instability and marketing mix. They will be able to explore digital
marketing tools like SEO, email marketing, social media marketing etc. from the
course Data science students will have familiarity about data mining techniques, real
world  business problems and how communication between business and
stakeholders help to resolve the problems. From this year students will be able to
learn about what research is and how to do qualitative and quantitative researches,
and a clear idea about primary & secondary data, referencing, APA format, using
Endnote, and also gain knowledge about publishing in the good journals. Apart from
these students will learn about investment, its processes, and strategies in the
financial market, mechanism and international finance systems, forecasting the

exchange rates and making the decisions for their business.

In this year students will learn more about accounting theories for international
business, effects of inflation, and pricing for international transactions. They will be
known about the laws relates to the businesses, how to do contract, what is agency,
or negotiable instruments, and most importantly what is the law regarding the
organization, liquidation of partnership, limited or partnership companies, intellectual
properties etc. In addition students will learn more about the logistics activities in
international business, how to do inventory control or warehouse management, and
distribution. Additionally they will know more about globalization, ethics in
international business, regional economic integration, and most importantly the social
responsibility when doing business. Lastly, the important aspect they will know about
the internal and external environment, how to formulate strategy, and their
implementations, applications and evaluations and maintain competitiveness in the
